The Little Learners house is a welcoming, calming and nurturing environment for our very youngest ESK students. Nestled in the hills of Kyrenia
with an unobstructed and breath-taking sea view, the school is in the perfect location for our Pre-Nursery students to begin their educational lives.

Designed with soft, earth-inspired tones, it has large window panes which fill the rooms with natural light and sunshine. The open-plan building was
created with every detail in mind: there is a yoga and resting room, a special cushioned floor, toilets and washing facilities specifically designed for
our youngest students, and a bright and colourful play area. The classroom is a large open space with different work stations that excite our little
learners and develop their curiosity. Our Little Learners can also enjoy outdoor learning activities in the outdoor terrace and garden space.

Pre-Nursery is a fundamental stage in a child’s development, and our professional and qualified teachers see the visible growth of our students each
day.

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THE ECO BUILDING
Foundation and Key Stage 1 | Ages 3-6

The Eco Building is a specially designed, purpose-built facility that
accommodates our younger pupils from Nursery to Year 2.
Welcoming, warm, and bursting with colour, the Early Years building
encourages even the most nervous little ones to feel at home and to
relax within the light-filled classrooms which surround the central
atrium. This huge covered area allows for all-weather outdoor
learning opportunities and the spacious classrooms are well equipped
with state-of-the-art teaching resources including Interactive Smart
Boards.

The UK’s Early Years Foundation Stage curriculum is taught in
Nursery, Reception, and the start of Year 1 classes. This is a vital
developmental stage which lays the foundation for all future
learning. In Key Stage 1, students follow the Cambridge
International Primary curricullum which includes English and
Science. Mathematics is taught using the pioneering Singapore
mastery system through the scheme of ‘Maths No Problem’. Other
subjects including Computing, History, Geography, Art, Drama and
Music are delivered through Creative Topic work. These topics
change each half-term and are designed to enthuse and excite the
children while learning.

At the beginning of the educational journey, we understand the
importance of establishing a love of learning, imaginative flexibility
and good manners. Nurturing confident learners who are inquisitive
and independent are a priority.







THE PRIMARY SCHOOL
Key Stage 2 | Ages 7-11

Key Stage 2 of the Primary School, covering the formative ages of 7 to 11,
are housed on the ground floor of the main building, providing a warm and
friendly environment where children can learn with confidence. We seek
to nurture and stimulate young pupils’ talents from the start, whilst
allowing them to follow their own curiosity. We encourage our young
students to discover that learning is a fun and rewarding pursuit.

The curriculum is based on the globally respected Cambridge International
Primary Programme (CIPP). Developed by the University of Cambridge
International Examinations, it forms an excellent grounding for secondary
education with a strong emphasis on English, Science, and Mathematics.
Children receive Turkish lessons where they learn and celebrate the
traditional and cultural aspects of life in North Cyprus. The timetable
includes use of the extensive sports facilities on campus, in addition to
classes in Computer Science and Coding, Music, and Creative Arts.

Students are taught the importance of Honesty, Sincerity, Respect
and Integrity, in all aspects of school life, and to this end, our
school nurtures good values and character, as well as academic
performance. Students are encouraged to independently seek ways to
actively promote global and local issues such as recycling, caring for
wildlife and supporting those less fortunate through Student Council and
after school club activities.
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THE SECONDARY SCHOOL
Key Stages 3 -5 | Ages 11-18

The Secondary School takes pupils through from 11 to 18 years
of age. Students are encouraged to challenge themselves and
achieve beyond their expectations.

Our students undertake the two-year Cambridge International
and Edexcel International GCSE programme at the age of 14,
leading to international exams and certificates. Our Sixth Form
offers a bespoke tailored choice of either the International
Baccalaureate Diploma Programme or A Levels. Each
programme is widely recognised and highly valued by
universities and employers throughout the world.

With this choice, each student can optimise their Sixth Form
experience to best suit their learning style along with their
university and career ambitions. The international focus of ESK’s
curriculum provides students with a valuable broad, well-
rounded learning experience. Students are taught to ask
questions, work together and explore education through a
principled and open mindset.

Our faculty and staff are fully committed to the academic
success of each student and their social and emotional
development, preparing them to take their place in the world
around them.

The Duke of Edinburgh's International Award (DofE) is offered to Secondary Students that are 14 years or older. This
prestigious award has three levels (Bronze, Silver and Gold) and each level equips young students with an opportunity to
develop valuable life skills outside the classroom. Each award requires students to complete three core components:
Voluntary Service, Skills and Physical Recreation and culminates in an adventurous expedition.

At ESK, our DofE certified staff ensure that students are supported and successful at each stage of The Duke of Edinburgh
award process. Students that have completed the Duke of Edinburgh's Gold Award recognise their growth as individuals,
their ability to manage time and set their own goals effectively, and their positive impact on the community.




OUR FACILITIES

ESK’s vast leafy campus is a reflection of traditional and innovative learning spaces. Our state-of-the-art facilities include Computer Science and Ro-
botics Labs, Science Labs, Outdoor Amphitheatre, and fitness suite. There is a large emphasis on facilities being up-to-date to ensure students are
learning and developing at the highest of global standards. Traditional facilities include a Sports Hall, Outdoor Courts, an extensive Library, Art
Rooms and a dance studio. Our facilities provide an enviable environment for students to participate in an array of activities and Café ESK is a warm
and welcoming coffee shop on campus, with a stunning sea view.

The traditional Great Hall is an architectural symbol dating back to the 14th Century. At ESK, the Great Hall hosts ceremonies, productions, guest
speakers, and formal events.
